
	Lesson focus: Introducing learners to different types of poetry, beginning the creative writing process and applying the target language to creative writing.

By the end of the lesson, students will:

1. Have a better understanding of the different types of poetry styles
2. Begin engaging in the creative writing process
3. Begin using target language in creative writing

	10 mins
	Introduction
	Introducing learners to new styles of poetry

	1
	Teacher will guide students through slides 2-5. Teacher will encourage pupil to read the poem out loud and ask them if they know the form. If they are unsure about a poem ask comprehension checking questions such as “does it rhyme?” “Is there a specific structure?” “How many syllables can you count?”

It may be worth sounding it out with pupils if they are struggling to count them out.

Encourage them to pay careful attention to the number of syllables. 
	Learner will be presented with various styles of poetry which they will be asked to identify. Learners will be asked to read poetry out loud and must pay careful attention to the form looking at patterns, structure and rhythm to answer questions about the structure of different poetry styles.

	5-10 mins
	Creating a character
	Introducing learner to Creative Writing

	2
	Teacher will ask learners to think of their favourite word or a word they like. If learner can’t think of one then ask them to choose something they can see. Once they have chosen a word, they must get pupils to imagine this word is a person. Encourage them to play careful attention to the phonology of the word. Ask them to describe that person both physically and mentally. Ask questions to get them thinking such as “Are they good or bad?” “What are they wearing?” “What colour is their hair?”

For pupils who don’t want to write, they can draw at this stage or if there is time, they could do both. 

It may be worthwhile the teacher creates their own example character. This could even be added to the presentation as a slide. 
	Learner will be asked to think of their favourite word or a word they like. If they are stuck, they can choose an object in the room. Paying careful attention to the phonology of the word, they will be asked to imagine it as a person. Learners will describe the person both physically and mentally. Learners who are reluctant to write can draw the character at this stage or if time allows, draw and write about the character.

	2-3 mins
	Writing a poem
	Introducing learner to poetry writing

	Teacher will ask learner to write/begin a poem about their character for 1/2 minute(s). This is just a rough exercise, so they can ignore spelling/grammar for now. It can be any style and doesn’t need to rhyme. The only rule is don’t stop. If teacher feels learners may struggle, they can get them to read the example poem.

	5 mins
	Introducing literary techniques
	Learners will be more familiar with literary techniques.
	2
	Ask learners to identify which word is an example of each literary technique. Ask them to pay attention to the word person if personification. Before showing the meaning, try ask the learner to define each work to check their understanding.
	Learners will match each example to the technique being used. They will also be asked to try identify each technique.

	10-15 mins
	Writing a poem
	Write a poem

	1/2
	Teacher will get learner to check their poem for errors and will help with correction where possible. Learner can carry on with what they have so far or start a new piece using the word/character. Teacher should encourage learner to think about the style and attempt one of the styles learnt earlier on. Teacher should encourage learners to apply writing techniques to learner such as alliteration, personification and onomatopoeia.

Teachers who wish to divide the lesson into 2 parts should finish part 1 here and pupils can continue to work on piece in English.
	Learners can check their work so far and consult with teacher for guidance. They can either carry on with the piece they are working on or start a new piece using the word/character. Learner should incorporate one of the styles learnt about where possible. They should also try applying literary techniques such as alliteration, personification and onomatopoeia.

	5 mins
	Applying languages
	Beginning to translate poem

	3
	Teacher will ask pupils to try translate their poem into the target language without using a dictionary/the internet. If they are unsure, they can guess/leave gaps but learners should try do as much as possible.
	Learner will try translating their poem into the target language without using a dictionary/the internet. If they are unsure, they can guess/leave gaps, but learners should try do as much as possible.

	12
	20 mins
	Applying languages
	Begin writing in a new language.

	2/3
	Learners can now check work they have done using help from teacher/parent/peer/internet. They can try translate the whole piece. Teacher should ask them if it still fits the style they originally wrote it in and encourage pupil to re-write poem whether that is using synonyms, changing parts of the poem or finding a new style. 
You may need to give learners a chance to go away and finish this depending on how comfortable they are with the target language.
	Learners can check their translation and finish it. Learners will then be asked to look at the piece translated. Does it still fit the original style? Does it flow? Can they apply the same literary techniques as before? Learners will re-write the poem to fit the new language  whether that is using synonyms, changing parts of the poem or finding a new style.

	10 mins
	Final touches
	Finalising piece

	2/3
	Teachers will double check work or get someone who can to check. Teachers will let pupils decorate work.
