Guidance for Applicants – 2019
Do you want to experience studying at a partner institution in Europe or brush up on your language skills through a short programme abroad? 
Short Programmes Abroad
You can apply for funding to help towards the cost of completing a short programme at one of our partner universities. Our partner universities offer a variety of programmes so find one which is of interest to you- short programmes abroad do not have to bear any academic credit so the courses offered overseas do not have to compliment your course of study here at Manchester Met. 

The scholarship is open to all students of any discipline and academic year (as long as you have not graduated and are still paying tuition fees to Manchester Met). 
Scholarship Information

A Scholarship of up to £750* towards the programme cost (tuition and travel) is available. 

You can apply for this scholarship if:

· The short programme abroad is approved by Manchester Met

· The programme is delivered in Europe

· You are in good academic standing at Manchester Met and your department can provide a good reference

· You have not been awarded the same scholarship in previous years

If you are undertaking an Erasmus+ study or work placement in 2019-20 and you wish to undertake an intensive language programme prior to commencing your Erasmus+ placement to support your language learning, you can also apply for a scholarship. NOTE you must undertake the language programme in your Erasmus host country. 

Priority for funding will be given to students who are not studying a language as a major element of their degree programme.
You must agree to:

· Use the scholarship to help fund your attendance on the short programme abroad
· Accept your responsibility as an ambassador of Manchester Met
· Attend the programme for its entire duration

· Write a report (~500-1000 words) about your experience on the programme
· Help promote future short programmes abroad
You may also be asked to:

· Attend a short (Skype) interview

Submitting your scholarship application
Please ensure that you answer all of the questions on the application form and that your answers are written clearly in black ink or electronically completed.
All students must also submit an academic reference with information on your attendance as well as an academic transcript/copy of results to date.  
What makes a strong candidate
Students who study abroad develop a skillset that makes them highly employable1. There are also qualities that students should possess before they go abroad, so that we can be sure you will have a successful experience and will be able to rise to the challenges that you might face. These qualities are measured based on your personal statement. 
· Motivation. You will no doubt face a number of challenges during your study abroad journey. You will need to be resilient, organized, flexible and patient. You will also need a good attitude. Being selected on the Worldwide Exchange is competitive, so you must be committed to making the most of your exchange. You will experience vastly different processes and procedures whilst overseas, so you will need to deal with them with good humour and pragmatism, and take responsibility for your own success.

· Students  who  will  be  good  ambassadors  for  Manchester  Metropolitan  University.  Our exchanges are reciprocal, so we need students from partner universities to come to Manchester Met on exchange too. This relies on you being a good ambassador for the University, representing Manchester Met to your fellow students and to your host university.
· Developing yourself. Studying abroad gives you a great opportunity to develop yourself personally, culturally, and academically. What will you do to make the most of your experience to achieve your study abroad goals? You will also need to show how you plan to engage with your academic programme and your host university during your exchange.

After you have submitted your scholarship application form

The Exchanges team will send a confirmation e-mail when the scholarships have been allocated and advise of the next steps.
NOTE You will be required to pay for the programme fee. If your scholarship application is successful, you will be asked to submit relevant receipts of expenditure and a repayment can be arranged. 

We will also notify you if your application is not successful. In this case, you may still apply for the short programme- please however be advised that you will NOT be entitled to a scholarship therefore it will be self-funded. 
*If your programme and travel cost is less than £750, we will only grant you with the actual amount e.g. if the programme and travel fee is £650, you will only receive a £650 scholarship
